Good Evening ISAAC Family,

Today, we were informed that four individuals who are associated with the school received a positive case of COVID-19.
Upon receiving this information, our team immediately began contact tracing which has now been concluded. At this time,
we have been able to complete contact tracing and those individuals who must quarantine have been notified. The last
time the individuals were in the building varied between January 5, 2022 and January 12, 2022.

All individuals will be able to return following their quarantine period or if eligible, will be able to remain in school through
daily monitoring through the Screen and Stay Program. All other students and staff will continue to attend school as
scheduled. In addition, we will continue with our mitigation strategies throughout the school as recommended by the
Department of Public Health, the State Department of Education, Ledge Light Health District, and our district medical
advisor.

As a reminder, if a student or staff member is not feeling well, we ask that they remain home and track their symptoms so
that they do not expose others. In addition, even if a student or staff member has been vaccinated, ISAAC will still contact
them to inform them that they have been a close contact. Furthermore, we ask all families to contact the school nurse,
Carrie Gregory, if their student has been vaccinated for COVID-19.

With the increase of positive cases in our area and the state, we ask all of our families to stress the importance of hand
sanitizing and the proper wearing of masks with your student(s). We thank you in advance for your cooperation in
supporting the efforts towards ensuring our students and staff are safe against the virus during this pandemic.
